effort, and materials, to make Christmas reindeer that were 
sold as a contribution to the cause. 

The greatest contribution of $6000 came from Community 
Enrichment Alliance, a group of folks that work all year 

long to raise funds to help our Christmas giving activities.

we appreciate their wonderful efforts. 
Volunteers also sorted through many, many (approximately 

50) boxes of ladies clothing to fit clients that wished for 
clothes.

Our first Christmas giving program raised $800 from 

individual donations.  At that time we bought gifts for about 
40 clients, and only in Jefferson County.
